Year Long Training Residential Programme
Share Discovery Village, each year from September to August, run a year long, residential training course for those seeking formal qualifications and work experience in the outdoor industry. A perfect stepping stone into the industry after school, university or a career change, or a chance to develop new skills on a gap year.  The Outdoor Course provides a unique learning opportunity. 
The Outdoor Course provides trainees with six months of training in a wide range of land, water and arts-based activities during which they receive a training allowance of £75 per week. For the latter six months of the course trainees are provided with real work experience where they develop their soft skills such as leadership, communication, interpersonal and decision-making abilities. During work experience the training allowance is increased to £125 per week. 
The course is a combination of practical tuition, theory, coaching, expedition trips and work experience. Trainees will work with a wide variety of people and gain National Governing Body Qualifications in the following areas; Canoeing, Kayaking, Sailing, Windsurfing, First Aid, Life Saving, Orienteering, Archery, Youth Work and many more. 
The course is based at the SHARE Discovery Village in County Fermanagh, though different elements of the course may be run at other venues including Achill and Moville. Accommodation is provided for students off site in a dedicate course house, which is within walking distance of SHARE. There is no charge for accommodation and meals during the Outdoor Course, however trainees will have to pay an accommodation deposit. Trainees will also receive Outdoor Equipment which is theirs to keep upon successful completion of the course.
